Who made the Star-5pangled Banner?

Major George Armistead was the commanding officer here at Fort McHenry. The citizens of
Baltimore were certain that the British would attack the city. Not knowing for sure when an
attack would occur, the soldiers spent months preparing for it. Armistead made sure the
soldiers were ready to defend the fort and to protect Baltimore. However, there was no suitable
flag to fly over the fort. Major Armistead desired a flag to be made so large that the British
would have no trouble seeing it from a distance.

The Park Service was created to help preserve and protect the best parts of our country. There
are mountains, forests and lakes that need to be cared for.

There are also places
where important historic events occurred, and those areas need to be protected so their stories
can be told.
